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APPORTIONMENTS & FUTURE PLANS  

          Many thanks to all of you who encouraged your churches and  
helped to pay Conference apportionments this year.  In a difficult 
economic time, the conference received 85.31% of the requested budget.  
Amazingly, the Dublin and Statesboro districts both paid 100% of their 
apportionments.  Our district paid 86.35% of our askings. At the 
beginning of the year, there was concern among those responsible for 
the finances of  our conference that we might be forced to cut ministries 
and vital programs this year.  Your generosity has helped to maintain 
our current ministries.  Please thank your churches for their giving and 
be aware that your support of the ministries supported by apportion-
ments is deeply appreciated.  

          For a number of years our conference has been paying about 
$50,000.00 a year to rent office space for the Administrative Services 
employees and for the Bishop and his staff.  Motivated in part by a 
desire to remove that annual expense from our budget and in part to 
provide more adequate and appropriate space for our conference offices, 
we voted last year at annual conference to proceed with plans to build a 
new Conference Office Center.    

          A building task force has been meeting with an architect in Macon 
and plans for a lovely and functional building to be constructed on 
Tucker Road on the Wesleyan College Campus are complete.  The 
anticipated cost of the building will be $2.9 million.  We have 
approximately $492,000 designated for this project.  The rest of the 
needed funds we are hoping to raise through private contributions.   

          We will be sending information to our churches in the next few 
weeks and hope that you will help us to find donations to complete this 
much needed building project.
